At the conclusion of hig
treatise on the Laws of Repentance in his seminal Wdr,Mishneh
Torah,he wrote the following:

The one who serves God from the spirit of love and thereby
engages in the study of Torah and Mitzvot and follows the
path of wisdom, so acts not on account of anything in the
world, not on account of fearing evil, and not in order to
personally inherit that which is good. Rather, the person
who serves God from the spirit of love does so on account
that such activity is the Truth and in the end [fundamentally
believes] that Good will flow.

Jewish evangelicalism would be founded on a very different concept of
doing good works in the world for no reason other than that such action,

such activity, rests on the fundamental belief that the human condition may

be improved through human activity.

Hence, Jewish evangelicalism becomes a formula against despair and
hopelessness. Jewish evangelicalism would rest on no ulterior motive

such as gaining adherents, fear of evil, or concern for salvation. Belief in

God, while a core doctrine of Judaism, is not a prerequisite for engaging
or being an adherent of Jewish evangelicalism. All that is necessary is a
belief that the human condition of others can be improved through our
individual and collective efforts, and that such is the moral and ethical
imperative of our faith.
