Beth Ora.

HOW DID YOU GET INTERESTED IN JEWISH EDUCATION?

My brother attended Yeshiva; | attended public school. Every afternoon, five dayk emwbeother and |
attended an unaffiliated afternoon school. (Holocaust survivors did not allow theieotiddoe home alone
latchkey kids). | was very lucky that this school was an excellent experi&e were truly loved by our
teachers, challenged with a diverse curriculum and were given many oppesttmghine. At home my mom
and dad struggled with theological issues but absolutely agreed in their respleetresilience of the Jewish
people throughout history. My parents intrigued my brother and me with storiesaég®tories about the
resilience of the survivors, who were my extended family. | am a born teamimea family of teachers. My
maiden name is Melamed, which means “teacher.” My fascination with Judatenally led me to follow a
desire to learn and to teach.

| began my university studies with seven years in psychology, focusingearales | was accepted at Stanford
University’s School of Education, and was lucky to be included in “The Jewish Conaentratdoctoral
program for Jewish Educators. After two terms of being a teacher’s asBstamirofessor from New York, he
asked me to follow my dream of taking a doctorate at the Jewish Theologidgab8enti.ittle did | know that
he was Dean of the School of Education. Under his mentoring, | loved every minute of arg atytbe
Seminary.

WHAT DOES THE TITLE "LIFELONG LEARNING" MEAN?
The phrase “lifelong learning” epitomizes the Jewish belief that all afeisesponsible for learning throughout
our lives. Every Jew is at once a student and a teacher because we are also supgadedihat we learn.
This accounts for a tradition that has lasted thousands of years.

WHAT ENTICED YOU TO MOVE TO HANOVER?

In the middle of the room, she had placed a few chairs and a sméaiigabéld a basket
containing note pads, sheets of colored paper, pencils, pens, glue, and a box of 64 crayonisie iwlzere
shoes were a luxury and dolls too extravagant, | beheld unexpected treasures. tFdagndhamany children
came to play in my classroom. I, of course, was the teacher — aftewal, iy shed!

| remain forever grateful to a mother who really cared. When | wrotettey bf intent to Stanford University, |
wrote about my mom, my teacher. At the first day welcoming, | was pleasee@ta pefessor whom | had
quoted in many papers. When he finished talking, he asked, “And who are you?” Before Inishuilebfiing
him that | was the Montrealer, the mother of three, he said, “Ah, you were the one whaoot your
mother!” Life is so unpredictable! Or is it?

My profession has been a blessing. | have great passion for Judaism, and | lung teamuch as | love
learning. | know how to inspire teachers, and absolutely love to help childrenyideithifand learn about our
rich Jewish heritage. My area of expertise is curriculum, and | am vetiwergamy methods and in my
programs.
